Directions: You will tell us about your journey to the United States. You will write three paragraphs on Microsoft Word. You will tell us three parts: 1. life before you came, 2. life right after you came, 3. and life now. Then you will create a power point with four slides: 1. title page 2. a picture for your life before you came to the United States 3. a picture for your life when you first came to the United States 4. a picture for your life now. These can be your own personal photos, clip art, scanned drawings, or pictures from the internet. You will present this assignment on May 15th. You will read your story as you show the pictures. Be creative and have fun!
Narrative: 40 Points
Paragraph 1: Describe your life before you came to the United States. Suggestions: Why did you come to the United States? How did you feel about it? What did you need to do to prepare for your journey?
Paragraph 2: Describe your life and your experiences when you first came to the United States. Suggestions: How did you feel? What were some exciting things? What were some not so exciting things?

Paragraph 3: Describe your life now in the United States. Suggestions: How do you feel now? How is your life different than before? What is the same as before? What are some effects in your life from moving to a new country? What have you learned? What are your plans for the future? Will you go back to your home country or will you stay? Do you want to go to another country?
Power Point: 10 Points; points based on completion
Slide 1: Introduction- name, class, date, a title

Slide 2: Life before United States: Include a picture to represent this time in your life.

Slide 3: Life Right after Coming to the United States: Include a picture.

Slide 4: Life Now: Include a picture.
